/I\ CAUTION

air source (propellant can or air compressor).

@Use the airbrush for spray painting only.

@Do not use or prepare the airbrush around a flame.

@Never paint near children or animals.

@Never paint a person or animal.

@Do not paint near food or drink.

@Ventilate the room while painting.

@The airbrush needle has a sharp point. Careless or inadequate handling
may cause serious accidents. Do not remove the needle and/or its cover ex-
cept for maintenance. Removal of the needle cover from the airbrush ex-
poses the needle while painting.

@Attach the cover to the paint cup during use. Opened cup may cause spillage.
@Stop the air supply when attaching/removing the air hose, and during dis-
assembly of the airbrush.

@It is recommended to wear protective glasses/goggles and mask during
painting.
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AIR SUPPLY FOR YOUR AIRBRUSH

Your Tamiya Airbrush requires a separately avail-
able air source such as propellant can or air com-
pressor for operation. Always read and follow the
manufacturer’s cautions included with the air
source. Joint cap is of type-S, PF-1/8, 28 spec.
Use only a compatible air regulator hose.

Y Compatible adapter set may be required when
using a propellant can.
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AIR HOSE

Screw air hose onto airbrush, making sure there is
no leakage of air at connectors. Improper attach-
ment of the connector will result in poor painting
results and loss of air supply.
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AIR STOP VALVE

When using Spray-Work HG Air Compressor
“Revo,” remove air stop valve and spring as
shown.

THINNING PAINT

Most jar paints are too thick to spray. The paint
should be thinned until it drips as shown. Use a
mixing jar (not included) to thin paint and stir using
a glass rod, plastic sprue, etc. The paint thickness
suitable for spraying differs according to the type
of paint used, atmosphere/temperature conditions
etc. Test spray using plastic sprues or parts
scraps and adjust thickness prior to painting a
model.

Y Diagram shows rough guidelines of thinning ra-
tio for different paints.
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*The thinner the paint becomes, the finer a mist the air-
brush sprays.

A too thick lacquer paint will result in a spider-web like
effect.
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PAINT FLOW ADJUSTMENT
@Airbrush with air stop valve
First, only the air will start flowing by slightly pull-
ing the trigger. By further pulling, the paint mist will
be sprayed from the nozzle. The further the trigger
is pulled back, the more paint is sprayed.
@Airbrush without air stop valve

The air will continuously flow while the air com-
pressor power switch is turned on, whether the
trigger is pulled or not.

{NEEDLE STOPPER ADJUSTMENT)

Trigger movement can be adjusted using the nee-
dle stopper. Turn the stopper counterclockwise to
increase trigger movement and paint flow, for a
heavier/broader spray. Adjust according to the
area to be sprayed.

*The air pressure can not be adjusted on the air-
brush. Adjust it on the air source, if adjustable.
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% Make sure there is no air leakage.
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Removing air stop valve
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YFill paint cup and attach cover.
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Y Avoid paint overflow.
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Painting large areas: Increase trigger/needle
movement. Allow about 10 - 15cm distance be-
tween the airbrush and object. Spraying too close
results in paint runs and sags; while spraying to far
away results in a rough finish.

Spraying lines and camouflage patterns: Turn the
needle adjuster clockwise to reduce trigger/needle
movement and paint flow. Take care to avoid splatter.
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SPRAY PAINTING CAUTIONS

Y Never work near an open flame.

Y Make sure there is adequate ventilation.
*Always turn off compressor and disconnect
power source after use. After using propellant can,
remove air regulator from it.

Y Avoid painting on windy, rainy or humid days.
Do not use a hair dryer or heater for drying paint.
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CLEANING THE AIRBRUSH

Clean immediately after finishing painting. Never
allow paint to dry in the airbrush, nozzle or cup.
@Cleaning inside the airbrush and cup: Clean
paint from cup and wipe cup and cover using a
rag. Fill cup with the appropriate thinner and at-
tach cover. Fully loosen the needle stopper and
block the nozzle tip with a rag. Allow air to flow
from compressor/can and pull the trigger. This will
back flush air and thinner through nozzle and cup.
Repeat this two - three times, using fresh thinner
until all paint residue is eliminated.

% The airbrush needle has a sharp point. Take the
utmost care while handling/cleaning. The thinner
may be ejected from the center hole on the paint
cup cover during cleaning. Be careful to avoid
contact to eye or skin.

Finally, fill fresh thinner to the cup and spray it to a
rag for cleaning the nozzle.

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DISASSEMBLY FOR THOROUGH CLEANING

It is recommended to periodically remove needle
and clean thoroughly using thinner and soft cloth.
Take extreme care not to damage needle and nozzle.
Remove air hose prior to disassembling the airbrush.
@How to remove and install needle: Remove LyF
balance weight, loosen needle chuck screw, and Nozzle wrench
carefully pull out the needle. Gently seat the nee-
dle into nozzle by pressing forward, and secure in
place by tightening needle chuck screw. Attach
